TONI SAILER
Born in Kitzbühel on November 17, 1935, 
Toni Sailer was more than just a ski racer; 
he was a cultural icon. With three Olym-
pic Gold medals and multiple World 
Championships, Sailer‘s prowess on the 
slopes was legen-dary. Yet, his talents 
extended beyond skiing, gracing the sil-
ver screen in 15 films and captivating au-
diences with 18 records as a singer. Even 
after retiring from competitive skiing in 
1959, Sailer continued to leave an indeli-
ble mark on Kitzbühel as a guiding force 
in the Austrian Ski Association and the 
prestigious Hahnenkamm race.

PAULA VON LAMBERG
At Schloss Lebenberg in Kitzbühel, on 
September 21, 1887, Paula von Lamberg 
emerged as a trailblazer in women‘s ski 
jumping. Affectionately known as „The 
Flying Countess,“ she defied conventi-
ons and soared to new heights, leaving 
an enduring legacy in the stories of ski-
ing history.

FRANZ REISCH
The visionary behind Kitzbühel‘s ascent 
to tourism glory, Franz Reisch was born 
on October 17, 1863, in Kufstein. A pass-
ionate mountaineer and hiker, Reisch 
recognized the untapped potential of 
his beloved town. His foresight paved 
the way for Kitzbühel‘s emergence as a 
premier destination, welcoming its first 
foreign skiers in the winter of 1897/98. 
From the iconic „Alpenhaus“ on Kitzbü-
heler Horn to the Grand Hotel and the 
enchanting Lake Schwarzsee, Reisch‘s 
vision transformed Kitzbühel into a ha-
ven for adventurers and seekers of alpi-
ne beauty. Serving as mayor from 1903 
to 1913, his stewardship left an enduring 
mark on the town‘s heritage.

THE WONDER TEAM
In the aftermath of World War II, Kitz-
bühel witnessed the rise of the „Wonder 
Team,“ igniting a ski frenzy that rever-
berated across the globe. Ernst Hin-
terseer, Hias Leitner, Christian Pravda, 
Fritz Huber, Anderl Molterer, and Toni 
Sailer comprised this formidable squad, 
bringing home a string of victories that 
captured the hearts of Austria and the 
world alike.

An inseparable part of Kitzbühel‘s history and skiing tradition is Franz Reisch: He 
successfully completed the first ever high-Alpine descent on skis in Austria from the 
Kitzbüheler Horn mountain on 15 March 1893. Reisch is thus one of the most important 
skiing pioneers in the Alpine region. Additional major Kitzbühel milestones for the tra-
dition of skiing include the construction of the Hahnenkammbahn cable car as the first 
ropeway for sport in Austria and the ascendancy of ski instruction in Kitzbühel under 
the leadership of Karl Koller.

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When Kitzbühel hosted the first Hah-
nenkamm Race in 1931, no one could 
have predicted that it would grow into 
one of the most prestigious winter 
sports events in the world. Over the 
decades, the downhill race on the Streif 
and the slalom on the Ganslernhang 
have become legendary fixtures in the 
Alpine Ski World Cup. For many athle-
tes, winning here is as prestigious as 
winning Olympic gold.

Jumps, up to 80 meters in distance, 
steep slopes with up to 85 percent gra-
dients and speeds of up to 145 km/h 
make the Streif unique on the World Cup 
circuit. From the start house the downhill 
stretches over a course length of 3,312 
meters and a difference in altitude of 
860 meters to the finish at 805 meters. 
The course record is 01:51,58 minutes 
and was set in 1997 by Fritz Strobl from 
Carinthia.
